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From the Pastor...
Members and Friends of Pickford Presbyterian:

There have been so many things happening around Pickford and in the church
this summer that I’m not even able to begin to cover them all. From Vacation Bible
School to Hay Days to the beginning of the Pennington Home to our worship and
praise of God, we continue to participate in our church and community. There is one
thing that has been happening that many of you may be unaware of as it involves the
Presbytery of Mackinac. So while it does not directly affect our congregation, it also
does in a way affect our congregation because we are part of the presbytery. It also is
having a direct effect on my life and work since | am currently serving as the
moderator of the presbytery and will be serving as council chair after the September
presbytery meeting. It is about this situation that I wish to inform and update you.

On June 28, the Synod of the Covenant held a special assembly by conference
call and approved an administrative commission with the following charge: “1. To
inquire into allegations of disorder in the Coordinating Council of the Presbytery of
Mackinac, and to settle differences therein. 2. To make determination and
recommendation to the Synod whether to assume full or partial original jurisdiction of
Presbytery, if after a thorough investigation, it concludes that the Presbytery or its
Coordinating Council is unable or unwilling to manage wisely its affairs”. Basically,
this means there is a committee investigating and reviewing the actions and work of
the presbytery’s coordinating council. If you’d like further details about what this
entails, I’ve made available in the narthex, on our website, and the presbytery’s
website, a letter | wrote as moderator and sent to all individuals and entities in the
Presbytery of Mackinac.

I wanted to make you, as members and friends of Pickford Presbyterian, aware
of this situation because of the impact it is having and will have on my life and work.
This is a challenging situation that no one could have foreseen when | accepted the
nomination to vice-moderator two years ago. It is requiring more of my time and
energy as | work with the administrative commission, the synod, and the presbytery to
ensure that our rights as a presbytery are protected and respected and for the process to
go as smoothly as possible. It is my goal to do my best to balance this work at the
presbytery level with all of my work and commitments to Pickford Presbyterian. The
Session is fully aware of the situation, is supportive of my work with the presbytery,
and as leaders in the church is working with me to ensure that ministry continues in

our congregation and community.

It is my hope that you will keep the presbytery, the synod, the administrative commission, and all of us
serving in leadership in your prayers as we move through this process. Please do not hesitate to contact me if
you have any questions, concerns, or need more information.

And even the midst of
challenges, may we still remember all of the joyful things that are happening in our church and our community.
